
THIRD PARTY DRIVING TESTS – Take your driving test TODAY! 
 
First Class Driving School is proud to announce that the behind the wheel driving test is now given at our Bryant 
Irvin location in Fort Worth, by appointment. You must have a Texas permit with your picture on it. Cost is $100. 
 
Requirements: 
 
Individuals 16 years of age or older: 
 

• Possess a valid DE-964 showing completion of a Minors Driver Education Course 
 

• Have a valid learner license for a minimum of six months 
 

• View the ITTD video and receive a certificate dated within 90 days of the skills 
examination. Please bring two signed copies of this certificate. 

 

• Must have a valid Verification of Enrollment (VOE) from the attendance office of their school. 
 
Individuals 18-24 years of age: 
 

• Possess a valid DE-964 or ADE-1317 showing completion of a Driver Education Course 
 

• Have a valid restricted driver license 
 

• View the ITYD video and receive a certificate dated within 90 days of the skills 
examination. Please bring two signed copies of this certificate. 

 
Individuals 25 years of age or older: 
 

• Have a valid restricted driver license 
 

• View the ITYD video and receive a certificate dated within 90 days of the skills 
examination. Please bring two signed copies of this certificate. 

 
All individuals tested through the TPST program must complete the ITYD requirements prior to taking 
their driving skills examination. 
 

Note: Driver education is not required for individuals age 25 and older but is recommended. 
 

Will my Driver Ed Certificate of Completion Expire? 
 
There is no expiration date on your Adult Driver Ed certificate, however, your written test score is good for 
only two years. If you lose your certificate, it can be replaced within the two-year period for $20. 

 

Does my TEXAS Impact Certificate Expire? 
 
The IMPACT Certificate is good for 90 days. If it has expired, you must retake the course. 
Please bring TWO signed copies of this certificate.
